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Syllabus Overview

Below is a brief overview of what your files should contain. Each heading should be a separate section, and can be subdivided further into sections by using the bullet points. The sections should contain:

b) Notes from reading

c) Notes from class

1) The Weimar Republic, 1918-1933- between 1919 and 1933 Germany was ruled by a Republic that was set up by the allies after the First World War. Although the Weimar Republic saw some successes, it also saw the rise of extreme groups such as the Nazi Party, whose electoral victory in 1932 brought an end to the Republic.
· What was the impact of war on Germany and the fledgling republic?
· What was the impact of the Peace Settlement?- expectations versus reality, attitudes within Germany and abroad
· What socio-economic issues were prevalent in the Weimar Republic?
· Did Political instability lead to extremism?
2)The ‘Golden Age’ of the Weimar Republic, 1924-1928- After the trauma of hyperinflation in 1923, the German economy became more stable in these years. Parts of German industry boomed and many Germans experienced growing prosperity whilst the aftermath of war brought extensive social and cultural changes to Germany. These years witnessed a growing conflict between those who challenged traditional values in the name of ‘modernity’ and those who resisted these changes.
· How did Germany’s socio-economic situation develop in the 1920s?
· Political developments and the workings of democracy

· How far did Stresemann improve Germany’s international position in the world?
3)The Collapse of Democracy, 1928-1933-  The Depression, which began with the Wall St Crash in 1929, had a devastating effect on German society and political life. The rise in unemployment placed an intolerable strain on the fragile consensus in the Grand Coalition by March 1930.
· What impact did the Depression have on the economy, society and politics in Germany?
· Why did Nazism and Communism appeal to the German electorate between 1928-33?
· How important was ‘backstairs political intrigue’ in Hitler’s appointment as Chancellor?
4)Nazi Germany, 1933-1945- The Nazi Dictatorship​- This section will look at how Hitler consolidated the power of the Nazi’s and established a stranglehold on Germany.
· How did Hitler consolidate his power?
· How effective were the Nazi’s at creating a ‘Terror State’?
· How successful were Nazi attempts to recover the German economy?
· How did Nazi social policy affect its population?
5)The Racial State, 1933-41- This explores the policy of creating a ‘people’s community’ and the exclusion of minority groups. 
· In what ways did the Nazi’s  radicalise the German state?
· To what extent did Nazi Anti-Semitism intensify between 1933-41?

· Why did Nazi treatment of the Jews become so extreme?
6)The impact of War, 1939-1945- When war started in September 1939, there were no cheering crowds in Berlin or other German cities. Although loyalty to the Fuhrer was very strong, the news of hostilities with Poland was met with apathy. This section explores the impact of World War Two on Germany.
· What impact did rationing and propaganda have on the morale of the German people?
· What impact did the allied bombing campaigns have on Germany?
· To what extent was the Final Solution a policy borne of intention? ASK TOM
· How significant was wartime opposition and resistance to the Nazi regime?
